This 
was in response to the Gallery’s request to 
establish a community art center on a parcel of 
land known as Paper Mill Creek on South Henry 
Street.   

The Gallery has come a long way since Sandy 
Shiflet and Christine Bullock identified the need for 
a contemporary art gallery to compliment the 
offerings of eighteenth-century Colonial 
Williamsburg.  They shared their idea with friends 
who each put in $25 as working capital to launch 
The Twentieth Century Art Gallery in 1959.  Since 
the beginning, Colonial Williamsburg has 
generously leased space to us.

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We offer a broad range of arts and crafts 
education through regular exhibits, workshops and 
classes for all ages throughout the year.   The 
Gallery provides Outreach programs for home-
schooled students, youth at risk students, and 
year-round exhibits from twelve Williamsburg, 
James City and York County schools, as well as a 
high school juried art shows and scholarships for 
talented art students.  Through our charter 
membership with the Virginia Museum of Fine Arts 
in Richmond, we offer first-class art lecture series 
in the fall and winter. 

The growth and demand for art education 
programs over the past five years has caused the 
Gallery to rent space in a number of locations for 
its classes, find space for its popular lecture series 
and rent tents for its bi-monthly art exhibitions.  
Our current location restricts our ability to meet the 
ever-increasing needs of the community for 
diverse art education offerings and adequate 
space for the exhibition of contemporary arts and 
crafts.  Building on the Gallery’s strong foundation 
of programs, grass roots volunteer organization 
and deep talent pool, we will establish a 
community art center that will address current and 
anticipated growth of art education programs and 
services.  This evolution into a community art 
center is also in response to needs expressed by 
area art students, members, artists, art faculty, 
supporters and customers.     

Our community art center will provide a broad 
range of year-round art education offerings to in 
such areas as pottery, sculpture, photography, 
jewelry, drawing, fiber, glass, and painting in oil, 
acrylic, watercolor, pastel and mixed media.   
Plans also include a comprehensive program of 
evening and weekend classes, art camps for 
children, “art exploration” weekends for children 
and adults, classes for young artists and students 
that focus on the business and marketing aspects 
of fine craft, special programs for the disabled and 
the elderly, art-after-school programs, art field 

trips, workshops by professional artists and 
expanded programs with area public schools.  A 
computerized art library for art history and art 
education will be a valuable resource for area art 
students.  

In response to the recent decision of the City 
Council, Gallery President Michael Kirby stated 
that “ [their] support for the concept of a 
community art center is an important step in 
meeting the art education needs of the area’s 
citizens.   The right location, the appropriate 
facility, and the leadership of This Century Art 
Gallery will be the foundation for establishing a 
significant cultural resource for Williamsburg and 
the surrounding area.”
